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Abstract
Here we provide the faunal list of 121 species from five subfamily of geometrid moths collected in South Ossetia. A total of 120 species are being reported for the first time in this territory.
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Introduction
This article is part of a series of publications focused on the lepidopteran fauna of South Ossetia. Many families of macro- and microlepidoptera have been discussed in previous publications (Streltzov et al. 2022a, 2022b, 2022c, 2024; Nedoshivina et al. 2023; Sinev et al. 2023). A comprehensive description of the natural conditions and the history of research on the region's lepidopterofauna can be found in the first article of the series focused on Lepidoptera (Streltzov et al. 2022c).
According to the Catalogue of the Lepidoptera of Russia, 397 species of geometrid moths are listed for the Western Caucasus region of Russia (Beljaev and Mironov 2019). Specifically for the territory of North Ossetia–Alania, which borders South Ossetia, a total of 373 species of Geometridae are reported (Dobronosov and Komarov 2016). For Georgia, 425 species of geometrid moths are indicated, including single finds for South Ossetia: Archiearis parthenias (Linnaeus, 1761) from Ertso lake, the upper Liakhvi river; Ectropis crepuscularia ([Denis & Schiffermüller], 1775) from Gurshevi, road to Mamisson Pass; Hemithea aestivaria (Hübner, 1789) and Xanthorhoe rectifasciaria (Lederer, 1853) from Mamisson Pass; Timandra griseata Petersen, 1902 from Tskhinvali (Didmanidze 2016).

Materials and methods
The specimens were collected in South Ossetia in eight localities (Fig. 1) by A.N. Streltzov, P.Y. Ustjuzhanin and R.V. Yakovlev in June–July 2021 and by V.V. Rudoi, P.Y. Ustjuzhanin and R.V. Yakovlev in July 2022. Methods of collecting are described in detail in the first part of series of articles. The images were taken with the camera of Canon EOS 6D Marl II. The examined material is kept in the personal collection of Artem E. Naydenov (Barnaul, Russia).

Conclusion
Thus, for the territory of South Ossetia, 120 species of geometrid moths from 5 subfamilies are reported for the first time. Considering the number of species known from the territories of the North Caucasus and Georgia, this list of Geometridae cannot be considered exhaustive, as this group requires an extended period of research throughout the entire growing season.
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
